Hi! So, I've just read this funny article about some Asturian superstitions for
New Year's Eve, and | thought you'd like to know what they're about.

First of all, it says that if you want good health, money and fun in the coming
year, you should follow a few rituals.

The first one is to wear something red, especially red underwear. Red is
connected with love, passion and prosperity. But there's a catch: the item
should be bought in Asturias. Interestingly, if you're from Oviedo, blue also
works.

Secondly, instead of eating the traditional twelve grapes at midnight, in
Asturias some people replace them with twelve apples. Obviously, it's not very
realistic to eat twelve whole apples, so you can take one bite per bell strike
and then finish the apples later, or even use them to make cider.

Finally, the third superstition is about putting a ring into your glass when you
make a toast. It's supposed to bring money during the year. But, it's important
that the glass contains Asturian cider — not champagne or water. Wine from
Cangas also works. And of course, don't forget to take the ring out afterwards!
Otherwise, you might spend the first day of the year desperately looking for it.

So, to sum up, these are three fun Asturian traditions: wear red clothes, eat
apples instead of grapes, and toast with cider with a ring inside.
